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President’s message

No doubt the state budget crisis will continue to dominate our time this next year and the
issues that arise from this crisis will continue to occupy significant portions of our time. Dur-
ing the past year, we have faced the sudden imposition of a dental premium through the uni-
lateral action of the governor and a proposal to enact a health insurance premium for annui-
tants of as much as $500 per month for annuitants who are not eligible for Medicare and who
elect coverage under the Quality Care option. Fortunately, the effort to impose these premiums
appears to be dead for the time being. However, state funding of the pension systems appears
to be a continuing concern at the present time, and as of this writing, unless the legislature

can agree to a funding package, SURS may face the risk of needing to liquidate some assets in
order to pay current pension obligations.

Significant challenges lie ahead and we need your help and support, and the support of
your friends and colleagues. If you know someone is a participant in SURS, whether they are a
current employee or an annuitant, and they are not yet a member of ISUAA, encourage them
to join. And remember to pay your annual dues, or even better, sign up for payroll deduction or
to have your dues automatically deducted from your monthly SURS pension. That ensures that
you will not set this notice aside and then forget about making your dues payment. And if you
want to help in other significant ways, let a member of the board know of your interest. We
often need help on various projects and each year face the task of identifying new members for
positions on the board, committees, and task forces.

Christ Schwelle has stepped down as president after serving two two-year terms in this
capacity. Under his leadership, ISUAA has grown and prospered. It was most fitting that
Schwelle was recognized with a Distinguished Service Award at the Annual Dinner. I am
pleased that he has offered to provide advice and counsel to me as I step into this role and that
he will continue to serve the association as a newly elected director.

I also want to offer my congratulations to Jan Cook, also a recipient of a Distinguished
Service Award. I am pleased to offer my appreciation for all the work outgoing members of the
board have provided and to express my best wishes for the future. Thanks to Carolyn Bartlett
for her work as secretary and to Janet Kuhns as a director.

I hope to see you at the Fall Luncheon on September 1. President Al Bowman will be our
guest speaker. He is both a member of ISUAA and a great supporter of our association. Future
events of interest to our members are listed in this newsletter. Please take advantage of these
opportunities to socialize, learn, and enjoy superb entertainment.

Legisiative updates

Representative Dan Brady was an invited guest at the May Board
Meeting. He was invited to provide his perspective on issues fac-
ing the legislature and to listen to board concerns on issues facing
annuitants. Discussion primarily focused around potential outcomes
of budget negotiations, payments into the pension systems, and the
possible imposition of Health Insurance Premiums by The Emer-
gency Budget Act proposed by the governor. Brady indicated that
as The Emergency Budget Act was currently written, the governor
would not have to power to impose the cost of health insurance
premiums on annuitants. He also indicated that unless an agree-
ment can be reached on borrowing, payments to the pensions sys-
tems would be a problem.

Larry Alferink and Christ Schwelle also attended a fundraiser
for Senator Dan Rutherford, Republican Candidate for State Trea-
surer with funding provided by SUAAction. As a member of the
legislature, Rutherford has opposed changes to the pensions of cur-
rent employees and annuitants, and we attended to provide a voice

on issues of importance to our members.
