By the time you receive this newsletter, retirees covered by Medicare should have received a
letter from Central Management Services (CMS) describing the new state Medicare health insur-
ance program that will take effect on or about January 1, 2014. More information about this pro-
gram is provided in this newsletter, although not all details are available at this time. If you are a
retiree covered by Medicare, it is VERY IMPORTANT that you read this section. If you know a
retiree who is covered by Medicare but is not a member of the Illinois State University Annuitants
Association (ISUAA), give them a membership form and a copy of this section of the newsletter. It
could be the most helpful thing that you do for them.

Also, on June 19, the Legislature met in special session and established a conference commit-
tee, with members drawn from both chambers, to negotiate a pension plan. Possible elements of
the plan have been leaked to the press but different news outlets have interpreted this information
differently, so it is unclear at this time exactly what legislators will propose. However, the details
should be available by the time you read this newsletter.

ISUAA was to host the fall State Universities Annuitants Association (SUAA) meeting
October 29 at the Alumni Center. The board of directors were to meet to approve an updated
legislative platform and a budget, and to deal with a number of other issues.

We are again delighted to be able to provide the Madrigal Singers as entertainment at the
Holiday Luncheon. We hope you will be able to attend as this promises to be a very enjoyable

event. I look forward to seeing you there!

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Fitness Genter: Not just for students

Another exciting semester is underway at Illinois State University,
and the Student Fitness Center (SFC) is buzzing with activity.
Campus Recreation recently unveiled the Adventure Connection,
which is the new home for all things adventure, providing access to
outdoor equipment rentals, team-building activities, trips, instruc-
tion, and outdoor resources. The Adventure Connection is open
from 3-8 p.m., Monday-Friday, on the second floor of the Student
Fitness Center near the climbing wall. For more information, visit

The membership rate for annuitants is $120 per semester, $80
per summer, or $320 per year. Spouses/domestic partners may also
be added to any membership.

SFC members enjoy full access to a variety of activities and ame-
nities. More than 22,000 square feet of cardio/weight training space
is available on the first and second floors, with television screens
featured throughout the area. Enjoy lap and recreational swimming
opportunities in the pool, which features four 25-yard lanes and a
leisure area. The 47-foot-high climbing wall is the focal point of
the main lobby, with routes for beginners and experienced climb-
ers. Basketball, volleyball, and badminton can be played in the three
multipurpose sport courts. Runners and walkers can enjoy the open
feel of the third-floor track, where eight laps make a mile. Four
group fitness studios provide plenty of space for an extensive sched-
ule of group fitness classes.

Eckelmann-Taylor Speech And Hearing Glinic

Graduate students in the Department of Communication Sciences
and Disorders have been evaluating and treating speech, language,
and hearing disorders at the Eckelmann-Taylor Speech and Hearing
Clinic since 1971.

Approximately 100 master’s and doctoral students work one-
on-one under the supervision of licensed audiologists and speech-
language pathologists to design and implement cutting-edge,
evidence-based services. Support from the University allows the
clinic to keep fees below market value. In recent years, the clinic
has expanded and improved existing diagnostic and therapy services
in all areas while developing new programs to meet the changing
needs of the community.

Services offered through the Adult Treatment and Wellness
Program include a 13-week foreign accent modification program,
offered by a certified provider of the Compton Pronouncing
English as a Second Language program for speakers of English as
a second language. Kim Adelman 94, M.S. 96, offers a full range
of voice rehabilitation services, and Rene McClure 91, M.S.’92,
supervises advanced treatment for those affected by traumatic brain
injury and individuals with language disorders such as aphasia.

Another new program, Brain Aerobics, has been added to the
clinic’s services by Jennine Harvey-Northrop. The program is an
innovative multisite, multicomponent cognitive stimulation program
that provides education, prevention, treatment, and life strategies
to the aging community. The program also includes cognitive task
circuits and cross-generational social projects, and it incorporates
technology to sharpen cognitive skills and enhance quality of life.

Recent staffing changes have allowed the clinic to offer compre-
hensive audiological services throughout the year for patients who
use hearing aids and other listening devices.

Last spring, under the direction of Lindsay Bondurant, the clinic
began offering hearing services to infants and toddlers through a
new program. The Children’s Hearing Evaluation and Rehabilita-
tion Program (CHERP) allows specially trained audiologists to
provide state-of-the-art hearing assessment and treatment services
to the pediatric population.

The auditory processing team includes Candice Osenga 02 and
Teri Tyra. They evaluate and treat children with auditory process-
ing disorders (APD). The team consults with parents and school
personnel to diagnose APD and to develop educational planning to
improve classroom performance.

In addition to diagnostic and treatment services, the clinic offers
free educational presentations to community agencies and organiza-
tions. These presentations focus primarily on the nature, prevention,
and treatment of communication disorders, including hearing loss.

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President Flanagan featured at Fall Luncheon

Illinois State University’s new president, Timothy J. Flanagan, was
the featured speaker at the ISUAA Fall Luncheon September 11.
More than 100 people attended the event.

Flanagan talked about his experiences in other places he has
lived and noted how friendly and welcoming the local community
and the campus have been in the month he and his wife, Nancy,
have lived here. He said he had breakfast that morning with com-
munity leaders and noted the strong support the University enjoys
in the community. He said the financial support from the state
remains flat, and that no budget decrease is a good sign in these dif-
ficult times. Student applications remained very strong again, result-
ing in total enrollment of 20, 272, with an increase in both ACT
scores and in the diversity on campus. The east addition to Hancock
Stadium is very impressive and is an attractive gateway to the cam-
pus. Funding is also in place to support planning for the Fine Arts
Complex, an important sign that funding to begin construction
should be in place in future state budgets.

Nancy Flanagan talked about how pleased she has been
with her experiences since arriving in Bloomington-Normal and

answered questions from those in the attendance.

Pension conference committee

Gov. Pat Quinn called the Legislature into special session June 19.
The legislators voted to establish a conference committee composed
of members from both parties representing both chambers of the
Legislature. At the time this newsletter was being prepared, no offi-
cial report of the conference committee has been released. However,
several newspapers released details of what the committee is consid-
ering. The committee also does not appear to have agreed to these
details as of yet.

It is clear the committee is looking at least at some of the six
points contained in the Institute of Government and Public Affairs
report from the University of Illinois, including a modified cost-of-
living adjustment (COLA) equal to 50 percent of the urban con-

sumer price index and also cost shifting to the community colleges
and the universities over a period of time. Reports also indicated
that there would be a 1 percent reduction in what current employees
are required to pay, and this may be accompanied by a reduction in
benefits. Some reports also indicated that a multiple-year pension
freeze may be included as well as a mechanism to base the pension
on earnings over the full term of employment and not just the last
four years. Finally, the proposal to use the funds that are currently
being used to pay off the pension bonds to pay down the pension
debt after 2020 is also on the table. Surprisingly, there was no
indication that they are considering increasing the retirement age,
something that has been sought by many editorial boards.

Not only is it unclear at this time what the final plan is that
will be proposed, but it is also unclear when the plan will be
released. While the governor has insisted that the committee
produce a report quickly, originally indicating that he wanted the
Legislature to vote on a plan during a special session called for
July, it is clear the committee is following its own time line. While
it had been reported that the proposal would be available by Sep-
tember 9, that time has passed without a proposal. It is assumed,
however, that the details of the proposal will be available by the
time you read this newsletter.

It may be that the conference committee wants to bring the
proposal for a vote in the fall veto session at the end of October
and the beginning of November, and releasing the details will
allow the opposition to get well organized, making it even harder
to pass legislation that already will likely be difficult enough to
pass. If the legislation saves a lot of money, attempting to solve
the state’s budget woes solely on the backs of current employees
and retirees, then the unions will vehemently oppose it, making it
harder to get the necessary Democratic votes. It also will ensure a
legal battle in the courts.

If it doesn’t save enough money, especially in the early years, then
it will not be possible to avoid extending the income tax increase,
the primary focus of business groups and newspapers. There is
concern among those whose focus is on preventing the extension
of the income tax that the legislation under consideration may be
back loaded, with much of the savings decades down the road.

While anything is possible, the Legislature may not rush to
act on this proposal. First, the plan is unlikely to take effect before
July 1, 2014, and therefore, all retirees should receive the normal 3
percent annual increase to their pension on January 1. Also most
members of the Legislature will have to stand for reelection in
early March.

Several things have been different as a result of setting up the
rarely used conference committee process. First, the committee
has been taking its time drafting the language, so there is some
expectation that there will not be as many problems as sometimes
happens when something is rushed through the Legislature at the
last minute. The additional time has also apparently allowed the
committee to draft language in anticipation of an expected lawsuit,
making different provisions severable, such that if the court finds
those provisions unconstitutional, the other provisions in the bill
will remain. The committee is also apparently drafting legislation
to fast track any lawsuits directly to the state Supreme Court rather
than through a more protracted legal process.

ISU grocery discount

Bloomington-Normal Jewel stores are again offering a 15 percent
discount on most groceries if you present your Illinois State Uni-
versity ID. The stores accept this ID from current employees and
annuitants. If you are an annuitant or a surviving spouse, you can
get a valid Illinois State University ID card from the Redbird Card
Office on the second floor of the Bone Student Center. The dis-

counts are expected to continue through the end of the school year.

Medicare health insurance program

On June 21, CMS issued a request for proposals (RFP) for a new
health insurance contract for retirees covered by Medicare. If you are
not covered by Medicare or are not retired, this proposal should not
affect you now.

CMS has issued contracts to the following insurance provid-
ers: Aetna (HMO), Humana (HMO), Humana Illinois (HMO-
only in two counties) and United Health Care (PPO). The
original RFP also requested proposals for a Medicare Supplement
Plan, but no contracts were issued for such a plan. Apparently,
prescription coverage is included with each of these plans. Other
than that, details are not available at this time, but you should have
received a letter from CMS by the time you read this describing
these details. The plans are expected to take effect on February 1,
2014. Note that Quality Care Health Plan (QCHP) will no longer

be available for retirees covered by Medicare after February 1.
Presumably, those members who were covered by QCHP may
need to select the Medicare Advantage PPO, especially those
who live out of state.

Retirees covered by Medicare should receive a letter from
CMS describing this program on about October 1, once the
contracts are finalized. You should have received such a letter by
the time this newsletter reaches you. If you have not, it is critical
that you contact CMS. Unlike the benefit choice period, there
is no default insurance plan as none of the existing plans will be
in effect for you February 1. It is also critical that you make a
decision and inform CMS about this decision by the due date
established by CMS, or you may find yourself without insurance
coverage February 1.

The details of the plans are not known at the time this
newsletter was being prepared. However, some retirees may find
it advantageous to at least explore the private insurance market
before they make a decision. SUAA is expected to have a portal
available for our members on the SUAA website that will con-
nect you to Insuraprise, a company that allows you to shop for
insurance products such as Medicare supplement plans, dental
insurance, etc. Insuraprise does not sell insurance, but it will give
you access to every insurance plan available to you in your state.
You could also contact almost any insurance agent about your
options. Your state’s health insurance exchange provides other
options, and in general, rates for seniors appear to be lower than
they were in the past.

CMS has indicated that it plans to schedule workshops to
help individuals make the best choice for them after the plan is
announced. However, note that CMS is facing a task much more
daunting than any challenge it has ever encountered during past
benefit choice periods. First of all, it must contact every retiree
covered by Medicare, including everyone that lives out of state
or in a nursing home. It must have a current mailing address for
every single one of these individuals, as there is no default insur-
ance plan available if it fails to make this contact or fails to get
a response. Also, it is unclear how retirees that live outside the
state or in nursing homes will be able to participate in one of the

CMS workshops.

Annuitants’ pool

Now that cooler weather is here, it is a good time to consider
participating in annuitants’ pool. On Mondays from 2—4 p.m., a
small group gathers at the Bowling and Billiards Center to play
pool. This is a very informal group of players of varying skill lev-
els. Once the players gather, they decide which games (eight ball,
nine ball, etc.) they will play that day.

150 years ago | June 1863

* During the summer meeting of the Board of Education, it was
resolved, “That the sum of $250 be placed at the disposal of the
Principal, as a ‘Contingent Fund’ to meet the current inciden-
tal expenses of the Normal University for the year, and that he
report the items of expenditure, with vouchers of the same, to
the next regular meeting of the Board of Education.”

100 years ago | March 1913

* An article in The Vidette explained to students the benefits of
“proper hygiene” with the following suggestions: “1) Plenty of
good food in proper variety, 2) Plenty of exercise preferably in
the open air, 3) Plenty of sleep, 4) Companionship and agreeable
occupation.”

* One hundred and fourteen teaching certificates were issued—=84
to women and 30 to men.

75 years ago | March 1938

* Enrollment reached 1,967 and broke the previous record. The
freshman class was the largest on record.

* The new Home Management House and new library were
announced as the next projects on the construction list. Con-
struction on the buildings would start in the fall and be in full
swing by spring.

50 years ago | March 1963

* Duffy Bass was named the new head baseball coach as well as
the new assistant football coach.

* Hancock Stadium opened to a record crowd of 7,500 fans as
they watched the Illinois State Normal football team beat Mil-
likin 12-7.

25 years ago | March 1988

* An ad in The Vidette for the Illinois State University Theatre
Department promised, “For $2.88, you will understand life,
power, dreams, love, sorrow, humor and joy better than ever
before.” An eight-play student ticket cost $23.

* The Board of Regents implemented a $125 surcharge in lieu of
tuition hikes.

* President Thomas Wallace officially started as the 14th president
of the University. Several welcome receptions were held.

* Sorority rushes reached a record high at 635 women with 10
chapters on campus participating. Five of those chapters pledged
50 women.

* George H. W. Bush spoke in front of Hovey Hall September 28
during a presidential campaign stop at Illinois State.

Through interviews and
academic research, his book identifies key attitudes that allow stu-
dents to develop a “meta-cognitive” perspective on learning in order
to thrive.

What the Best College Students Do is a follow-up to
Bain’s highly acclaimed What the Best College Teachers Do (Harvard
Press, 2004), in which he examines the practices of more than 150

college teachers in a variety of fields and at several institutions.
